Cedar Area Fire and Rescue Board
Report by Chief Comeaux. Met with owners of Bel Lago Winery to approve fire plan. The consensus of the fire board is to move forward with Option 2 for the funding of ALS. Chief Comeaux asks the board for their support in beginning the training of 3 paramedics as a sign of solidarity among the 4 townships as to the direction the department is headed. The board members in attendance expressed their support for moving toward ALS service.Engine 811 is currently in Gaylord for repairs. Did not pass DOT Inspection, and cannot be returned to the road. The problems with the frame on Engine 811 are being eliminated with a new engine under construction. Engine 811 potentially being sold for $5000. Department was awarded a $20,000 grant to replace failing tools. Chief Comeaux gave an overview of the 2021 budget.
New CAFR board member for Centerville Township: David Wurm will continue as the representative for Centerville Township while the board establishes a policy for making that assignment.

Board-Unfinished Business
FY 2020-21 Budget: Schwantes presented copies of the projected budget to board members. Zoning Administrator change by $1,000 to $13,000, reflected in revised document sent February 4, 2020.
No answer on AV ballot machine in March.
Public Comment: Question about budget regarding Fire Department millage. If the millage does not pass in August the millage can be placed on the November ballot. If the millage fails twice the board will reassess the year’s budget to cover millage failure. Any shortcomings would come out of the township’s General Fund. 
Clerk Transition: Schwantes proposed Wurm consider stepping down to clear the line of authority between the County Clerk and the Township Clerk leading into the March election prior to his agreed upon February 29 resignation. Wurm agrees to act as an as-needed, paid resource for Deputy Clerk Chiles. Wurm agreed and noted that stepping down early would save money for the Township. Two dates proposed for a special meeting to transition clerk duties: Monday February 10  at 6:00 PM or Tuesday February 11 6:00 PM. 
Deputy Clerk and Treasurer: Will be addressed at a later date.
